The author(s) of the research paper(s) are advised to adhere to the following guidelines:
i. Format: The write-up of the paper must be strictly in conformity with the format of the Journal of the Indian Law Institute, New Delhi with the modification that the paper may contain a brief abstract of not more than 150 words to be immediately followed by key words;
ii. Font & Size: The entire  research paper should not exceed ten thousand words typed in double space on one side of the A-4 size paper with font size of 12 in the Times New Roman format;
iii. File Format: Manuscript prepared in MS Word must be into a single file before submission. When preparing manuscripts in MS Word, the default File template available on website (Microsoft Word template file) must be used. Please do not insert any graphics (figures, etc.) into a movable frame which can superimpose the text and make the layout very difficult. Ensure to attach a copy of your manuscript in PDF file format.
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
